At the April 8, 2015 meeting, the City of Mosinee Plan Com-
mission approved plans for the construction of an approximate 
44,436 s.f. addition to FedEx Groundõs existing distribution 
facility which is located at 1000 North Park View Circle in the 
Central Wisconsin Business Park.  The City recently sold 2.8-
acres of vacant land located adjacent to the FedEx Ground 
facility for the proposed $3.3 million building expansion pro-

ject which should begin this spring.
